Center Lock Wheel Mounts
Porsche Motorsport North America has recently been informed of problems related to 

GT3 RS and GT3 Cup cars running the center lock nut and screw wheel mounting system.  There have been several incidents with front and/or rear wheels coming loose while driving on the race track.  Upon further investigation, it was discovered that the center nut was coming loose due to damaged threads on both the center nut and screw.  

PMNA highly recommends frequent inspection of all center lock nuts and screws used on your car (including spares).  The use of one bad component with damaged threads can lead to numerous damaged parts – for example, if a nut with damaged threads is installed on a center screw, it will damage the threads on the screw.  In turn, the damaged threads on that center screw will damage all other nuts installed onto it.  This can lead to damage on all four center screws on your car if the nuts are interchanged.

Frequent cleaning and inspection for “stripped” or damaged threads is recommended throughout a race weekend.  Please contact PMNA if you have any questions regarding this issue.
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
