2003 GT3 Cup Front Sachs Shock Absorbers
Recent problems have been encountered with the stock FRONT 2003 GT3 Cup Sachs shock absorbers.  Some shocks have been discovered to have low tightening torque on the closing cover of the shock shaft seal.  Due to possible leakage of shock oil, which could lead to shock failure or oiling of the front brake rotors while driving, Porsche Motorsport N.A. highly recommends to send the shocks as soon as possible to PMNA for inspection and repair.

Procedure for removal:

1. Mark positions of the shock absorber damper bearings.

2. Detach brake caliper from the wheel carrier.

3. Loosen the shock absorber damper bearings.

4. Detach the ABS sensor cable.

5. Uncouple the stabilizer.

6. Remove the shock absorber damper bearings.

7. Remove springs.

8. Remove shock from upright.

Upon removal of the shocks, please package (shocks only, no springs or mount bearings) and send to:
